Competitive Teams Grading Policy / Guidelines.

Club ethos

The club values strong family ties and provides opportunities for its members to play and develop their football skills in a competitive and supportive team environment - all underpinned by fair play and sportsmanship principles. 

The club also strives to ensure that all players are treated fairly in a team friendly environment.

Grading 

Grading Personnel

A panel of independent graders, (preferably 2 plus the Age Co-ordinator) as approved by the Executive Committee, to conduct the grading days according to the club’s grading criteria.

A Parent/Guardian of a participating player cannot be an independent grader.

Age Co-ordinators  role 

The co-ordinator’s role will be to manage and co-ordinate the running of all matters pertaining to the teams of the appropriate age for the entire season. 

The Age Co-ordinator will have involvement in the grading process including collating all available information in order to assist the independent graders.

In older age groups U/10 and above, the co-ordinator often has a good knowledge of the players and this experience may be of assistance in the final team allocation.

Attendance at Grading

If a player chooses not to attend grading, his / her team selection will be based upon the discretion of the grading personnel for the appropriate age group and previous years coaches/managers report, if available, and where possible friendships will be considered. 

Obviously players participating in the grading process or players leaving the club will impact on team make-ups.

Grading Policy / Guidelines

Grading Criteria

The following criteria are an example of what could be used as a basis for conducting grading days. –

· Ball control 

· passing 

· shooting 

· heading

· speed / endurance

The above will be assessed on the first grading day. In addition to the above during the next allocated grading days, assessment will be carried out via games.

Grading Policy / Guidelines …… Con’t

During grading sessions graders will look for attributes such as ball skill, speed, vision, strength and fitness in each player to assist with the grading process.

These sessions will be approximately 1-2 hours. 

Refer to grading assessment forms for detail.

Team Selections

Previous seasons

There may be movement upward and downward due to changes in player’s skill levels. As a result of this a player may be graded into a different divisions from year to year.

The previous seasons graded level and grading assessment forms of a player will be taken into consideration as a guide.  

Team allocations

Based on the assessments of the grading process the grading personnel will form a team of approximately 14 players.

Balance

Teams will be selected with a balance between forwards, midfielders and defenders as opposed to selecting all forwards.

Where appropriate, each team will be allocated with a core of similar standard of players to allow each team to be competitive within the allocated grade within GHFA.

Player not attending all grading sessions

Players must attempt to attend all grading sessions. Mitigating circumstances will be taken into consideration but a player’s non-attendance may impact on the player’s final Team selection.

Dispute Resolution

Parent/Guardian disagrees with graded level of player

Grading Assessment Sheets and Player Evaluation Sheets are the confidential property of PH-DSC Soccer Club.

After team allocation, if a Parent/Guardian requests a change in team, the Player can only go to a lower grade. This is only if the next or subsequent lower graded player is prepared to be graded up.

Inter team disputes

After team, coach and manager appointments are made all problems/disputes related to a team will be directed to the teams manager. Should the manager while liasing with the relevant parties be unable to find a satisfactory solution then it should be referred onto the Age co-ordinator.

If a Parent/Guardian is still dissatisfied with their child’s graded level they may bring the grievance in writing before the Grievances & Disputes Committee.
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
