Mini Team Allocation

PH-DSC strongly supports the principles of non-competitive mini soccer, which are designed to focus on participation, skill development, teamwork, friendship and enjoyment of the game, rather than winning. GHFA guidelines stress that :

“For far too long pressure has been exerted on players at an early age. Mini soccer has been designed to give young players the opportunity to participate and enjoy the game. Teams are organised to experience enjoyable and purposeful soccer with the matches played on a friendly basis. Playing mini soccer is designed to promote a players interest and enjoyment of the game so they will want to continue in future years of soccer competition.”

PH-DSC policy is to assess and grade ALL Players from Under 9 when they enter competitive soccer. Preference is for mini teams to be allocated according to friendships in accordance with the principles of non-competitive mini soccer.

In the registration information booklet and during registration,  parents will be informed of the above and this policy.

All teams will be announced on team allocation day.

Coaches and Managers for teams will be selected from nominations on registration forms. Where there are no nominations, a request will be made by the Age Co-ordinator to the team on allocation day. A team will not be permitted to play without a Coach and Manager.

All coaches and managers are to be approved by the Executive Committee. The Age Co-ordinator must submit a list for approval prior to issuing team lists. (as per Appointment of Coaches and Managers Policy).
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
